
Longden Parish Council - Scheme of Delegation
It is RESOLVED that the Council puts in place a Scheme of Delegation to the Parish Clerk to ensure the essential business of the Council can be conducted efficiently and continue without interruption should it be unable to meet as planned.
Delegation
The Parish Clerk shall have delegated authority to make decisions on behalf of the Council where such decision cannot reasonably be deferred and must be made in order to comply with a commercial or statutory deadline.  This will be carried out where possible by consultation with the Chair.  The Parish Clerk will further consult with and take note of the decisions of the Standing Committees of the Council for guidance as necessary.  This delegation does not extend to matters expressly reserved to the Council in legislation or in its Standing Orders or Financial Regulations.  Any decisions made under this delegation must be recorded in writing and must be published in accordance with the relevant regulations and ratified at the following Full Council Meeting, which shall also review such arrangements.
