Scoping reports for SEA/HRA screening – To consider commissioning a local environmental consultant to prepare scoping reports and identify suitably qualified consultants (with planning knowledge). - As Longden NP intends to allocate sites for development, it will be ‘screened in’ as requiring both Strategic Environmental and Habitat Regulations Assessments.  These will be the responsibility of the LNP but SC can support us.  The next steps will be to produce scoping reports for both SEA and HRA.  These will be subject to consultation, and we will need to demonstrate how the consultation has influenced the plan.  Local environmental consultants were suggested to support this process.
